The Sobieski Institute was established  

by Pawe  Sza amacha and Ryszard Sowi ski 

Ph.D. Since 2004 it is registered  

as a foundation. The need for  

an independent, specialized forum  

for  the exchange of thought and views was  

the main factor which led to the creation  

of the Institute. 

 

From the very beginning of our activity  

we try to secure involvement of prominent 

experts and authorities from public life, who 

share our belief that Poland needs  

an independent analysis and research centers.  

 

The Council of the Institute invited many 

accomplished professors including: Henryk 

! wikli  ski, Miros aw Granat, Ph.D.'s Ryszard 

Sowi ski and Rafa  Stroi ski, Miros aw 

Gruszka and Marek Borzestowski. All of them, 

because of their high moral standards  

and professional experience, provide  

an excellent support for the Institute. 

 

During first two years of its activity,  

the Institute has created a number of ideas, 

which exerted substantial influence on  

Polish reality.
